This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Our music curriculum is at least as ambitious as the national curriculum, drawing on insights from the model music curriculum. Curriculum sequencing is clear.

Music is taught as a discrete lesson for one hour per week throughout KS1 and KS2.  
Good progress is demonstrated by secure and incremental learning of the technical, constructive, and expressive aspects of music, developing musical understanding.
Pupils with SEND are able to participate and engage with music-making.
There is adequate space and resources for teaching, including class sets of tuned (glockenspiels and recorders) and un-tuned instruments.



[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Singing and vocal work is frequent, varied and all students are engaged.
All pupils, including the most disadvantaged and pupils with SEND, have an opportunity to perform regularly. 
In-school musical events take place at least termly – for instance, harvest, Christmas, Easter and Leavers celebrations through song.
Musical skills and interests are extended through extra-curricular activities, such as music clubs, and all pupils are given the opportunity to participate.  After school opportunities include the Young Voices choir with the opportunity for children to attend and perform in the Young Voices concert.
Local opportunities are signposted.
Looked after children receive one-to-one music tuition in school.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Children experience a weekly singing collective worship, learning and performing a range of songs from the primary canon.
Children appreciate music from a range of genres as entry music to collective worship.
Children appreciate and listen to live music – for instance, the Bradford Music Service Band performance in January 2025.
Children take part in live music events such as the Young Voices concert (January 2025) and the Bradford Schools Prom (March 2025).


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Curriculum Music:
· Continue to monitor that there is a quality, timetabled curriculum music lesson of at least one hour each week Y1-Y6
· Further CPD from Wanda Thorpe to build confidence in teaching our music curriculum (CPD January 2025; March 2025 plus half-termly ‘drop-in’ support).
· Further development of Music Subject Lead  - attendance at Bradford Music Conference February 2025; seek further opportunities for development.

Co-curricular music:
· School choir:  Build further opportunities for community performance – eg Singing Christmas carols at Shine/ Residential Home
· Develop school keyboard/ glockenspiel/ recorder ensemble – Summer Term After School Club with lunchtime practice opportunity

· School performance:  Add choir/ ensemble performance
· Live music:  Add live music opportunity for KS1 and additional for KS2
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
